Proposed Admission
Arrangements

Subject to a Funding Agreement being
signed with the Department for Education,
the proposed UTC will provide initially 100
places to Year 10 pupils (aged 14-15) in
September 2012. All students who join
the UTC will then have the opportunity to
continue into the Sixth Form which will
open in 2014.

The UTC is a regional facility and therefore
welcomes students from across London
and the region.

Applications to the UTC will start in
November 2011. Prospective students and
parents can come and find out more about
the UTC and curriculum at taster sessions
throughout September and October 2011.
